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Kaunas Boarding School for partially sighted children
Kaunas Boarding school for partially sighted children provides basic and secondary education for blind and partially sighted children which have visual acuity after correction no more than 0.4.

    
During 1998 – 1999 school year had 14 blind children, 18 children with eye sight remainder and 69 -  partially sighted. The most peculiar reasons causing serious childrens’ eye – sight disorder : inherent high myopia, atrophy of vision nerve, pathology of retinae.

    
Children were treated applying full correction. Medical treatment (polivitamins) is applied to all schoolchildren twice a year, pleoptical treatment is applied to 28% of schoolchildren, physiotherapy to 60% of schoolchildren.

    
After foundation of new physiotheraphic cabinet at school and after applying various physiotheraphic treatment the visual acuity of some children has improved.

     
Fourteen children were integrated to comprehensive secondary schools.
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CONCLUSIONS

If we want to save the remains of vision and to improve visual acuity integrating children into society, it is necessary:

1. To teach and bring up children properly (creating individual teaching programmes);

2. To organize work and rest routine properly;

3. To coordinate teaching process with medical, social rehabilitation.
