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Abstract:

‘Care with vision’ is a book focussing on understanding and helping people with

an intellectual and visual disability. Attention is asked for aspects concerning the visual impairment as it is a common, but often underestimated, problem in children and adults with an intellectual disability. 

The autors of this book, all working in the Netherlands, are highly involved in persons with special needs. Over the last 10 years they gave many courses on the prevalence and consequences of problems in visual functioning in persons with an intellectual disability. Using the step-by-step workingmodel this book leads the reader  from signalling the (visual) problems to helping the client. Much information about the recognition of visual impairment, assessment methods and adjustments in daily care is given. Using the step-by-step model in the different case studies will help the reader or student to put his knowledge into practice. Some of the case studies are supported with DVD material. 

The book can be used for general information, but also by those who want to present courses on visual impairment in people with an intellectual disability. During these courses the book can be used as a training guide.
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
