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Sensis International wants to contribute to the structural improvement of rehabilitation and education for the visually impaired and those with a visual and mental handicap in other countries. Our work area covers Eastern Europe, Africa and Latin America. Our objective is to develop sustainable co-operative relationships.

Our core activity is knowledge transfer: exchanging knowledge with other organisations caring for the visually impaired. We offer training and support in setting up rehabilitation and education structures and wish to exchange knowledge and experience of new developments. 

For example, developments in the area of itinerant teaching or employability enhancement for the visually impaired. In addition to knowledge transfer we also offer financial and material support. Several funds enable us to carry out these activities.

Sensis international is the international department of Sensis, which is a regional organisation in the south of the Netherlands providing care and education for visually impaired people. 
Our international team consists of a small permanent staff and a large group of specialist professionals of Sensis.

Within our projects professionals from partner organisations can visit Sensis. Dutch professionals also visit organisations abroad.
