We have produced various kinds of exercises and methods for early Braille reading for children aged 4-6 years, in order to provide young children who are blind with an opportunity to read Braille using their fingers in a monitored manner.

We aim at activating the hands of a blind child to sense and to feel, to study and to read with both hands, at first together from left to right and later individually as preparation for a reading technique which involves both hands.

We aim at providing parents, day care personnel, and others with ideas for producing early Braille material. The best exercises are often home made or prepared at the day care centre. It is important that there are many kinds of Braille materials and that they feel different. They are not intended for immediate disposal, as imagination will allow creating many different exercises while using the same material. 

These exercises will benefit the child when (s)he is learning to read Braille at school.
